4.1 Mounting preparations
The following tool is required for mounting:
Wrench (size 10) for the hexagon screws
Wrench (size 41) for counter nut 1"
Wrench (size 60) for counter nut 172"
Allen key size 5 for the moving parts

4.2 Cable holder
Proceed as follows:

e Select a cable with sufficient load capacity for the weight of the
bracket, sensor and connection cable

e Ensure suitability for the operating conditions

e Secure the cable, e.g. with a suitable snap hook in the opening of
the cable holder

4.3 Ceil mounting

e Align the sensor, tighten the hexagon socket screws, for swivel

4.5 Wall mounting - turnable, extendable,
foldable

Tighten lock nut, torque see operating instructions of the respec-
tive sensor

Align the sensor, tighten the hexagon socket screws, for torque
see chapter " Technical data" of this manual
